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REQUEST FOR APPLICATIONS 

 
Application to host the 2010 biennial EcoHealth Conference 

(3rd Official Conference of the International Association for Ecology & Health). 
 
The International Association for Ecology & Health was formed in 2006. The Association's mission 
is to strive for sustainable health of people, wildli fe, and ecosystems by promoting discovery, 
understanding and transdisciplinarity. The specific objectives of the Association toward this 
overarching mission are to: 

a) serve a diverse international community, including scientists, educators, policy makers, 
practitioners and the general public  

b) provide mechanisms and forums to facilitate international and interdisciplinary discourse, 
through publication of the journal EcoHealth, by holding biennial conferences, and promoting 
additional activities in line with the mission 

c) encourage development of transdisciplinary teaching, research and problem solving that cuts 
across many fields of scholarship (including natural, social and health sciences, and the 
humanities) and draws upon multiple types of knowledge. 

 
The International Association for Ecology & Health is calling for applications to host its 3rd biennial 
conference. Information about previous conferences in 2006 (Madison, USA) and 2008 (Merida, 
Mexico) may be found at www.ecohealth.net. 
 
Applications to host the 2010 conference should demonstrate: 

A. Institutional as well as individual commitment to hosting the conference; 
B. That Institution and venue has logistical capability and experience to host an international 

meeting for at least 700 people; 
C. That the individual and/or institution has the fund-raising capability to obtain a large 

proportion of the funds necessary to hold such a meeting (The International Association 
for Ecology and Health will assist in fund-raising but in no way can guarantee level of 
assistance); 

D. That proposed conference goals and subsequent sessions and speakers address the themes 
and mission and goals of the Association; 

E. A proposal for the promotion of the conference in, and facilitation of  participants from, 
developing nations; 

F. A proposal to ensure that conference attendance is coupled with membership to the 
Association and paper submissions to the journal EcoHealth; 

G. That location should preferably be a large urban center to facilitate direct flights from other 
continents and minimize internal (national) travel; 

H. A willingness to co-host the conference should this be proposed; 
I. A capacity, if initial proposal is successfully received, to present in person or by video at the 

December 2008 biennial conference in Merida, Mexico (http://www.ecohealth2008.org ). 
 

Applications should be submitted to the Secretariat of the Association by email to 
ecohealth2010@ecohealth.net by midnight EDT on Monday 20th October 2008 and should be no 
more than two pages in length.
